Henry County Continuity Plan for 19-20 School Year Completion:

12+ Grade:

Seniors in good standing (passing) will be considered as meeting the high school graduation
requirements. On a block schedule, their 3« nine weeks grade will be their 4~ nine weeks grade.
Seniors not in good standing (not passing) must complete a credit recovery packets. This packet
will be available for pick up at school on April 9+. Once their grade is passing, they will be
considered in good standing. These packets will need to be returned to the school by May

14+, Grades for seniors must be finalized by May 19+.

Grades 9-11:

A one-time packet will be available for pick up at school on April 9». The packet will cover the
standards not taught yet in the critical courses for completion. Work will be graded and will
count as the 4~ nine weeks grade. 3« and 4~ nine weeks will be averaged for the final grade in
the course.

Students that failed the 3« nine weeks will need to complete a credit recovery packet that can be
picked up at school on April 9+ to bring their 3« nine weeks grade up.

Non-critical courses will use the 3« nine weeks grade for the 4+ nine weeks.

Packets need be returned to the returned to the school on May 14«. Teachers can pick these
packets up at any time from the office. Teachers must have work graded and in the gradebook
by May 27~.

Grades K-8:

Teachers will identify the “critical standards” not yet taught this school year. A one-time Packet
(Assignments) will available for pickup at school on April 9.

Lexia, Alex, Stride, Zearn, Moby Max, Brain Pop and other software programs will be encouraged
for enrichment.

Grades will come from an average of the 1+, 2~ and 3« nine weeks.

**All teachers will need to have virtual office hours that they are available to students/families to
answer questions about assignments.

**Parents that prefer to have assignments sent electronically can arrange that with the school.

**Parents that cannot pick up packets can reach out to the school for other arrangements.
